His Sire Somebeachsomewhere 
was a champion racehorse, a 
champion Sire and now fast 
becoming a great Sire of Sires 
and Broodmares.

His Dam Aston Villa is by 
the World’s greatest ever 
Broodmare Sire Artsplace 
and is the reigning Australian 
Broodmare of the Year.

By one of the World’s leading 
Sires American Ideal from 
probably Australia’s greatest 
Broodmare of this Century in 
Pixel Perfect [by Art Major].

How many horses in the Southern 
Hemisphere ever beat the Kiwi 
champion Lazarus on more 
than one occasion? Well Soho 
Tribeca did on two occasions 
as well as defeating stars such 
as Lennytheshark, Chicago Bull, 
Tiger Tara and Bling It On etc in 
major Stakes races.

Probably his greatest ever 
performance was in defeat when 
he breezed the entire mile in the 
2018 Miracle Mile to go down by 
the narrowest of margins  
- his own personal time 1.47.
